Setup a Remote Desktop from Windows to Raspberry Pi
(On your Home Network)

Your Pi should be connected to your home network and have a connection to the internet.  Your windows computer should be connected to the same network.  Once setup, you don’t need to have a screen, keyboard or mouse connected to your Pi !

On the Pi
1. If the Pi boots to a ‘Command Line’ go to step 4 but if it boots into a GUI open an LXTerminal window and run:
sudo  raspi-config
2. Select Option 3 from the menu and choose ‘Console Text console, requiring login (default)’
3. Exit the ‘Raspi-config’ screen and return to the command line
4. Type : 
sudo apt-get install xrdp
and type ‘Y’ when prompted
5. Closedown the Pi and restart.  If the install was successful, you should see the following at the end of the boot process:
[ok ] Starting Remote Desktop Protocol server : xrdp sesman.
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Note the IP address of the Pi.  If you are connected to the network with an Ethernet cable you should see the IP address at the end of the boot process but if you are connected wirelessly, run the GUI (type ‘startx’ on the command line) and click on the WiFi Config icon to run WiFi Config.  This will tell you the IP address, once you are connected.
Alternatively run ‘sudo ifconfig’ in the LXTerminal to see the IP address.
On the Windows Computer (Windows 8 described here)
1. Launch Remote Desktop Connection – Start/Programs/Windows Accessories/Remote Desktop Connection
2. Type the IP address of the Pi into the dialogue box and connect
3. Enter the username and password of the Pi user.  The default user is ‘pi’ with a password of ‘raspberry’ (Note to self - Don’t forget the ‘p’ in Raspberry!)
4. You should now see your Pi.
